-The task of the Sub-Commission was to attempt a tria l 
draft on "Church and Salvation - with special reference to 
Justification" on the basis of the papers already circulated 
and of the papers prepared in the group discussions at Venice. 
Even in two and a half very full days it did not prove 
possible to produce as complete or unified a text as had bee n 
hoped . For much of the time the Sub-Commission worked 
in two groups - one on the general outline, Church and 
Salvation, the other on the particular issue of Justification. 
The resultant papers are enclosed. You will see that there is 
a considerable overlap (especially on the Scriptural images) 
and that other aspects clearly need development and complet i on . 
But though it is i nevitably imperfect, the Sub-Commission 
hopes that, with the papers already circulated, it will provide 
a useful starting point for further work by the full Commission 
at Durham. Lack of time rather than any really fundamental 
disagreement was the main reason that the pa pers are not 
complete - their lack of maturity prevented the Sub-Commission 
putting them together as one coherent document. The Commission 
may find the Sub-Commission self-criticism helpful:

para. 5 is premature. 

para. 10: It was felt that the presentation of faith in 
this paragraph required considerable elaboration. Similarly 
with para. 12 on 'merit'.
