, justification' be added to Salvation And, J:ustification rather 
than the Introduction and the lnsertll,n:.~ f th·e · paragraph on 
faith and works (with the quotation from · James) into the section 
o n Salvation and Good Works. · 
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We attach a Table indicating the paragraphs to which 
changes have been made and some indication of the revision. 
A careful~comparison of 50 /( c ) and the enclosed Storrington 
Draft will ind~cate the detailed amendments accepted for 
submission to the . whole Commission.
