THE COMMON DECLARATION 

by Pope John Paul II and the Archbishop of Canterbury 
May 29, 1982 

In the Cathedral Church of Christ at Canterbury the Pope and the Archbis hop 
of Canterbury have met on the Eve of Pentecos t to of fer thanks to God for 
the progress which has been made in the work of reconcilia tion between our 
Communions . Together with leader s of other Christian Churches and Communi­
ties we have listened to the Word of God; together we have recalled our one 
Baptism and renewed the promises then made ; together we have acknowledged 
the witness given by those whose faith has l ed them to surrender the pre­
cious gift of life itself in the service of others, both in the past a nd in 
modern times. 

2 • · rhe bond of our common baptism into Christ led our predecessors to inaugu­
rate a serious dialogue between our Churches, a dialogue founded on the Gos­
pels and the ancient common traditions, a dialogue which has as its goal 
the unity for -..•hich Christ prayed to His Father "so that the world may 
know tha t Thou hast sent rne, and hast loved them even as Thou has t loved 
me" (John 17:23). tn 1966 our precedessors Pope Paul VI and Archbishop 
Michae l Ramsey made a Common Dec laration announcing their intention to in­
augurate a serious dialogue between the Roman Catholic Church and the Angli­
can Communion, which would "include not only theological ma tters such as 
Scripture, Tradition and Liturgy but also matters of practical difficulty 
felt on either side" (Common Declaration, paragraph 6). After the dialogue 
had already produced three s tatements on Eucharist, Ministry and Ordination 
and Authority in the Church, Pope Paul VI and Archbishop Donald Coggan in 
their Common Declaration in 1977 took the occasion to encourage the cocple­
tion of the dialogue on these three important ques tions so tha t the Comi:iis­
sion's conclus ions might be evalua ted by the respective authorities through 
procedures appropriate to each communion. The Anglican-Rom.an Catholi c In­
ternational Commission has now comple t ed t he task assigned to it with the 
publication of its Final Report and, as our two communions proceed vi.th the 
necessary evaluntion, we join in thanking the members of the Coc:nission for 
their dedication, scholarship and integrity in a long and demanding t ask 
undertaken for love of Christ and the uni ty of His Church. 

3. The conclus ion of this Commissi on's work bids us to look to the next stage 
of our common pilgrimage in faith and hope towards the unity for which we 
long . We are agreed that it i n now time to set up a new Internnt i onnl Com­
mission. Its task will be to continue the work already begun: t o examine, 
especially in the light of our respective judgments on the Final Report, the 
outstanding doctrinal differences which still separate us, with a view to­
wards their eventual resolution; to s tudy a ll that hinders the mutual recog­
nition of the ministries of our Communions; and to recommend what practical 
steps will be necessary when, on the basis of our unity in faith, we are 
able to proceed to the restoration of full communion. We are well nware 
that this new Commission's task will not be easy, but we are encouraged by 
our reliance on the grace of God and by all that we ha ve seen of the power 
of that grace in the ecumenical movement of our time. 

4. While this necessary work of theological cldrification continues it must be 
accompanied by the zealous work and f ervent prayer of Roman Catholics and 
Anglicans throughout the world as they seek to grow in mutual understanding ,
