Bishops to give some in!'ormation through Biahop 
Valentine . Thia could be very halp!'ul indeed. 

I have written to Central A!'rica to try and get in!'ormation 
behind the Synod requeat !'or no action Crom Canada and the same 
Synod's agreement that it sbould remain in f'ull communion, even 
it' provinces took action on the ordination o!' woman. This 
could also be very valuable information to have. 

David Paton has also been very helpful over the background 
to Limuru. 

One thing I think it would be very useCul to have is some 
idea of the Lambeth Con!'erence's handling o!' the question as !'ar 
aa it baa been planned in advance. I gather that the Bishop 
o!' Derby will be chairing the group concerned, but if there is 
any ldbre you could tell me in con!'idence that I could share 
with the Consultation, this would be help!'ul. I should be happy 
to come over and have a word, it' this ie the easiest way.
